The Shropshire and entire Severn
Valley area is home to some remarkable
trees — ancient, venerable, astounding.

The Norbury Yew — some twenty-five
feet measured around the base and
thought to be 1500 years old.

The Rowans of Brook Vessons on the
Stiperstones — some of the biggest in
the United Kingdom.

Lydham Manor Oak — at 39 feet of
girth, one of the biggest oaks in the
country.

Longnor Black Poplar — at 124 feet, the
tallest in the country.

The Hollies on the Stiperstones — the
oldest group of holly trees in Europe.
The original Doveston Yew, a rare
weeping yew in West Felton, from
which all other weeping yews are
derived.
